The Alternate Public Member is encouraged to fully participate in the
discussion and deliberation at LAFCO meetings, but votes only when the Regular Public
Member is absent or disqualified. Applicants must indicate if they are interested in
either/both the Regular or Alternate Public Member.

Appointees must be a resident of Butte County and cannot be an officer or employee of
the county, any city in the county, or any special district in the county. Those seated on
LAFCO are subject to the Fair Political Practices Commission and must file an annual
conflict of interest statement.

Under state law, LAFCO is an independent regulatory body mandated to discourage
urban sprawl, preserve agricultural and open space lands, promote the efficient delivery
of agency services, and encourage the logical formation and determination of local
government agency boundaries. The Commission typically meets on the first Thursday
of each month at 9:00 a.m. at the Oroville City Council Chambers in Oroville.
